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	Personal Development is at the heart of our school. It encourages, promotes, adopts and embeds a range of skills so that our children are able to contribute to our world as confident, caring and active members of our school, parish and community, demonstrating their unique potential as created in the image of God. 

We support children to acquire the knowledge, understanding and skills they need to manage their lives, now and in the future. 

The benefits to children of such an approach is that it prepares them to become well-rounded members of the diverse society in which they live. It will prepare them to manage many of the most critical opportunities, challenges and responsibilities they will face growing up. It also helps them to connect and apply the knowledge and understanding they learn in all subjects to practical, real-life situations while helping them to feel safe and secure enough to fulfil their academic potential.

Our PSHE curriculum and whole school catholic ethos underpins our approach to our children’s Personal Development, ensuring we are developing every child’s social, spiritual, moral education, physical health and emotional wellbeing, and relationships education, whilst developing a fundamental understanding of British Values. 

We try to provide multiple opportunities and experiences for all children and these are opportunities for all, that go beyond the curriculum and that encourage all children to discover new interests and talents.

	Our School Mission Statement 
Through our school mission statement and our whole school catholic ethos, we teach children to be respectful and kind and give them opportunities to embody our catholic ethos. This runs through all of our curriculum and the roles in which children can take around school. 

	Educational Visits
We have planned a full enrichment calendar of visits to expose our children to the wider world around them. Educational visits are carefully planned around our topics to enhance our curriculum. Regular local walks and visits in our local area ensure children have an understanding of their responsibilities in our community.

	Visitors 
As well as visits, we are fortunate to have various visitors that come into school to help children have experiences from people with different talents, interests and knowledge. These are also carefully planned around our topics in order to enhance our curriculum.

	Charitable Events
The school supports a number of charitable events throughout the school year to encourage reflection of those who are in need and how we can support others.

	Roles and Responsibilities around school
Various roles and responsibilities are planned across school which allow children the opportunity to develop the skills needed to face the challenges and opportunities they will face growing up. Some of these roles include: school council, prefects, sports leaders and playground leaders.

	Gift Team
A group of children are also given the opportunity to become part of the GIFT team. Their role is to support the Catholic Life of the School, supporting in the delivery of the spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of all pupils. This will include: assisting with the delivery and development of the prayer life of the school supporting assemblies, worship, class prayer times and prayer groups, as well as developing outreach work and supporting local, national and international charities.

	Health Champions 
We have a designated team of four children who at both break and lunchtimes are able to support children with both their physical and emotional wellbeing. 

	Extra-Curricular Activities 
We offer activities that cover a range of interests over the course of the year. Some of these are planned to target groups of learners or needs across the school.

	Parental Links
We offer workshops and information sessions aimed at providing parents with the information and the support they need in order to aid their children’s learning at home. This has included phonics and reading information, stay and read, stay and count and stay and investigate in science.

	Anti-Bullying 
We promote an environment free from threat, harassment and any type of bullying behaviour. We will embrace the National Anti-Bullying week to highlight positive behaviour.

	Equal Opportunities 
All our Personal development and enrichment activities are open to all children and our equal opportunities policy is inherent in ensuring all children have access to all experiences.

	ELSA
This year two members of staff are undertaking ELSA training (Emotional Literacy Support Assistant) in order to support the emotional wellbeing of those children who need it.

	Caritas 
In school we are supported by a Caritas worker. The Caritas worker works in our school to provide Social Work and Therapy services to pupils and their families in order to assist with any difficulties they may be experiencing. The aims of the service are achieved through assessment of each pupil or family and the design, delivery and evaluation of a package of tailored support. The service aims to get to the heart of the matter – helping children and young people who need affirmation, support and resolution to the problems they face as they grow up.

	Trafford Teams Together (TTT)
Within school, we are also supported by TTT. TTT is a multi-agency, fresh approach introduced by Trafford to ensuring that our children, young people and families are supported in the right way, as early as possible and help prevent small worries turning into future problems. Some of the difficulties TTT can support our children and families with are: dealing with times of change, self-esteem and confidence, school attendance, challenging behaviour, family relationships, financial difficulties and parenting strategies. 

	Mental Health First Aiders and Senior Mental Health Lead
